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Mobile Phone Policy

We are aware that the mobile phone are a significant part of students’ lives and the
advances in technology make it far more than just a phone. The school understands
that this technology is part of our world and that parents often support their children
having mobile phones for safety reasons.

The administration has taken the decision to not allow mobile/cell phones at
Woodlem American Private School.

All students must use an IPAD or another approved tablet for instruction, not mobile phones. This mobile
phone policy has been developed to ensure that all students can safely focus on their learning in every
class.

€ What Students Need to Know and Do:

e Mobile phones are not allowed at Woodlem American Private School.

e Students are not to access social networking sites at school.

e If students need to contact you during the school day, they request permission from their
Supervisor or a member from the administration. If the call is necessary, the student will use the
school landline.

€ What the classroom teacher Needs to Know and Do:

e Mobile phones are not allowed at Woodlem American Private School.

e |f the student brings device to school, the teacher/supervisor has the right to confiscate the device
for breach of the mobile phone policy.

e The teacher will give the mobile device to the supervisor and the parent must collect the device
from the supervisor at the end of the day. Under NO circumstances will the device be given to the
student

€ What Parents/Caregivers Need to Know and Do:

e Please do not allow your child to bring their mobile phone to school. If there is an emergency,
please contact the school receptionist.

e If your child is unwell, the child will be allowed to use the school phone to contact their parent.
The school has the responsibility to always account for all student.

e The school will not invest time to investigate any theft of any mobile phone or music device that
has been brought to the school.

We will not allow students to be exempt from the mobile phone policy
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The consequences for failing to follow the rules about mobile phones are as follows:

First incident,
e the phone will be confiscated until a parent comes to school to collect it.
e The student will lose one conduct mark.

Second incident,

e The phone will be confiscated until the end of the term. The student will lose three conduct marks.
e Parent, and student will be asked to come to school to sign written undertaking form.

e The school will write to you to confirm the action we have taken.

Third and subsequent incidents,

e the phone will be confiscated until the end of the school year. Also, parent, and student will be
asked to come to school to sign written undertaking form.

e  Students will lose additional three conduct marks.

e  The school will write to you to confirm the action we have taken.

e Student will be asked not to bring his/her phone to school in the future. Otherwise, this will
negative affect his/her academic status in the school.

Please note the following very careful

e Refusal to surrender a mobile phone or other electronic device when directed to do so by a school
staff member, teacher, or administrator will warrant additional disciplinary.

e The phones will only be returned to the parent.

e Students who use any electronic devices illegally, for example by taking photographs or making
recordings of others without their consent, or in a way that might damage the reputation of the
school will be subject to the normal procedures outlined in the school Behavior Policy.
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
